Material requirements: Students must be prepared when they come to class with paper and pencil and a proper attitude.  If possible students should purchase a dictionary because there are a limited number of dictionaries in class.  In order to have the materials and supplies necessary to accomplish the goals and objectives each student is asked to make a ten-dollar donation.    
Grading and evaluation procedures:

Tests will be done at the end of each chapter, quizzes will be done throughout the course of the chapter to evaluate student competency and assist students as needed.

Homework will be assigned from the book and work-sheets .  It is the responsibility of the student to complete work in the prescribed time and make up any work missed because of absence.  Students are responsible for any missed work, they have 5 school days to make it up. 

Students will have group and individual projects.  All students will have defined responsibilities they will be evaluated on a group and on an individual basis. They will also receive an overall group grade.  

Final exams are comprehensive.  A student who meets the exemption requirements outlined in the student handbook will be exempt, all students are required to take the Mid-term.

Grading policy: Daily work 40%, Test and Quizzes 40%, Mid-term and Final exam 20%

Expectations for the classroom: Students are expected to complete all work, and bring required supplies to class.  Students are required to speak, write and read in Spanish.  They will speak to classmates and the teacher.  Students may feel very uncomfortable but the language must be spoken in order to pass this class.  The student handbook explains the make-up work policy.  Special exceptions will be considered on a case- by-case basis.  

Course outline: Students will become familiar with the Latin culture through individual and group research projects.  Students will write, act, and film short skits in Spanish.  Each student will be responsible for specific areas and will be graded for their portion.  Students are expected to ask for help as necessary.  

Students are to treat each other with respect at all times, any one suspected of not acting according to school-board policy will be referred to administrators for disciplinary action as needed.

 Courses.

Students will:

1. Read selected short stories, articles, and fairy tales in Spanish that are supplemental to the basic text and be able to answer written questions about the content, write a summary of what they read in their own words, and orally retell the story. (1, 5, 7) 

2. Show an understanding of oral language through testing and writing after listening to authentic Spanish songs, videos, stories, and conversations from the Internet, DVDs, radio and TV stations. The emphasis of the auditory input could be grammatical, content and/or cultural. (1, 6, &7)

3. Understand how English and Spanish are related. This will be done through readings, research and linguistic exercises. (1, 7)

4. Understand and connect the Spanish language with its history and culture to other academic disciplines such as history, geography, science, government, and sports. This will be done through reading, writing, and research. (1, 2, 3, 6, 7, and 8)

5. Speak the language. This will be done through interviews, extemporaneous speaking, story telling and re-telling, role-playing and describing. This can be recorded on tape or videos or live with one person or in groups. (3, 6, 8)

6. Develop a broader vocabulary: Learn the expanded vocabulary with the themes of vacation, health, animals, house, professions, city and relationships. Develop an understanding of how Spanish builds words and use that knowledge in reading by figuring out the meaning of the word without having to use a dictionary.(7)

7. Demonstrate writing skills in summarizing what they have read, seen (video), or heard (tape, CD or live), write letters, postcards or e-mails, recipes and create their own short stories or fairy-tales. (2, 5, 6, 8)
