CLASSROOM PROCEDURES

· Students are expected to be in class every day, except in the case of illness or family emergency.

· If you are tardy to class, go to your assigned seat.  Do not disrupt class.

· Use the restroom before entering class.  You will be allowed one pass out of class per week.

· Place coats on the back of your seats.  Keep all of your belongings under or near your desk and out of areas where people walk.

· You are responsible for your own belongings.  Keep track of your things.

Phones will immediately be taken up and sent to the front office with the first infraction of this school rule.

· When you enter the classroom, prepare for work.  This is the time when you need to sharpen your pencil, read the class information on the board, and collect any books or materials you will need for the class activities.

· All papers, unless otherwise told, will be headed in the upper right-hand corner with first and last name, date and assignment title 

· When you have completed your assignment, you may read or work on another assignment.  Do not bother or talk to other students.  Allow other students to complete their work.

· Students will remain in the their seats during an activity.  You should use the pencil sharpener before class.  You may use the trash can and recycling bins before or after class.  We will remain focused and not be distracted by people moving about the room.  It is very impolite, disrespectful, and disruptive for someone to be out of his seat or not paying attention while someone is speaking to the class or leading a class discussion.

· You will have work to turn in for credit every day.  If you are late or absent, it is your responsibility to get your missed assignments and get them turned in within five school days.  If you wait any longer, we will have moved on to something new and it will be very difficult for you to stay on track with the rest of the class.

· Students will not enter the teacher’s work area.  Students will not remove items from the teacher’s desk without prior permission.

· We will keep our books in excellent condition.  That means you will handle the books with care and not mark in or on the books in any manner.

· Do not write on the desks.  

· Wait in your seats to be dismissed.  The bell does not dismiss you, your teachers do.

· We will treat each other with respect, be polite, and use good manners.  We will think before we speak, use appropriate language and not speak loudly nor yell in class, and be courteous to guests who visit our room. We will have a classroom community where we will be able to learn, share, have fun, and feel safe.
