	LRE English, LRE Math, LRE Social Skills

Course Description:
	LRE English, LRE Math and LRE Social Skills are Special Education classes where students with Individual Education Plans (IEP) work on functional academic and life skills.  Goals and objectives are individualized for each student and are determined yearly, during a meeting with concerned parties, and are based on student needs.

Course Objectives (Standards)
	Goals and objectives are individualized for each student.  Focus is on adaptive behavior, pre-vocational and transition goals with functional academic skills imbedded in every goal.  Grade level concepts are taught at a very simplified level that includes many supports, modified materials and accommodations.

Grading and Evaluation Procedures:
	Classroom accommodation and modifications are pulled from each student’s IEP, and are therefore individualized.  These modifications and accommodations cover testing/grading, instruction, assignments, and behavior management.  During the 10th grade, students will be tested in biology and during the 11th grade they will be tested in the areas of ELA and algebra.  The Multi-State Alternate Assessment (MSAA) is the online testing format used at this time, to assess grade level achievement.

Student expectation in regard to class work, make-up work:
	Students are expected to do their best and be in school every day.  Exceptions are made regarding the skill level, amount of work, pertinent medical issues and level of support that is needed for each student to be successful.

Course outline and Pacing:
	An emphasis on functional academics (use of money, time, community/survival reading), following directions, increasing appropriate social behavior and pre-vocational skills is the focus of these courses.
	Pacing is totally determined by student understanding and progress.  
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
