Course Description and Objectives:
Honors English 12 focuses on helping and challenging seniors not only to meet the state standards, but to excel beyond them.  Students will be required to write in a variety of styles and for different purposes, to read and analyze numerous literary and nonfiction texts, to communicate and discuss ideas and opinions, and to learn and utilize vocabulary.  To be adequately prepared for the rigor and the demands of this class, you should have taken honors English classes in the past.  By the end of this course, you should be a better reader, writer, and thinker.

· This class also meets the state's current standards for an honors course by requiring students to complete extended reading assignments, compose research-based writing assignments, write in a variety of modes, integrate technology, present orally, and problem solve through critical analysis.
Course Requirements:

· Complete mini-assignments on grammar and usage
· Participate in class discussions, activities, group work, projects, and presentations
· Complete weekly vocabulary tests
· Complete grammar tests
· Read selected fiction and nonfiction

· Take quizzes and tests over the assigned reading material
· Complete in and out-of-class writing assignments, such as short essays
· Conduct research and compose a research paper
· Complete other daily assignments, such as worksheets, readings, and in-class activities
** We will be reading some literary texts in this class that may contain strong language, some violence, and/or sexual content.  If you or your parents feel uncomfortable with any text we read in class, please feel free to talk with me.  Most of the texts we read, however, will come directly out of the literature textbook assigned for twelfth grade.  Some of the works we will be reading include The Canterbury Tales and Hamlet.

Attendance and Tardies:

If at any time you are absent from my class, you are the one responsible for the make-up work.  You should come and see me about the work you missed.  Do not, however, ask about your make-up work while I am teaching class.  Please wait until the class is quietly working on an assignment or see me after class.  According to the CCHS handbook, you have three days to make up work if your absence is excused.  Make sure to get all of your absences excused in order to receive actual credit for your make-up work; otherwise, those missing assignments will be given zeroes.  

If you are not inside my classroom when the appropriate bell rings, you will be counted tardy.  No excuse will suffice except a valid note from a teacher or administrator; moreover, printing off your paper in the library right before class does not count as a valid excuse.  Remember, once you earn four unexcused tardies, you cannot be exempt from the final exam.  

I expect you to use the restroom before you enter my classroom.  Come in, lay your stuff down, and go.  Do not waste time, and you will avoid being tardy.  If you must go during my class, you must receive my permission.
